Store feed, water and bedding supplies
Provide food and water under cover and
prevent wild bird access

Ensure there is effective vermin control
All walkways and paths which your birds
or wild birds have access to must be
regularly cleaned and disinfected
Regularly inspect the outdoor area to
ensure it is not contaminated with
feathers, carcasses and faecal matter from
wild bird

Flocks with over 500 birds will need to take additional
biosecurity measures. These include:

e Operate effective barrier hygiene including clothing and
footwear changing before entering housing

e Restrict the number of persons and vehicles visiting the site

¢ Regularly inspect structural integrity of housing for holes and
leaks
